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Carrying A.A.’s Message – To All of Our Area”  

Our Primary purpose in Alcoholics Anonymous is quite 

clear, we stay sober and help other alcoholics achieve 

sobriety. In Alaska Area 02 there are some conditions 

that make this connection a bit more of a challenge 

than simply driving across town to share our 

experience, strength and hope with the still suffering 

Alcoholic, I’m referring to our remote communities – 

those separated from the program of Alcoholics 

Anonymous by language, geography and culture.  

A thorough look at the History of Alaska Area 02 

Committee Actions for the past 25 years reveals we 

are aware of these challenges. There are abundant 

references to 12 step service-related actions aimed at 

connecting Alcoholics Anonymous to parts of Alaska 

that we haven’t reached. This is a list of the terms 

that were used: Rural Outreach, Bush Communities, 

Remote Community Outreach, Off Road System, Rural 

Alaska, Outlying Villages, Remote Outreach, Bush 

Alaska, Outlying Bush Areas, Remote Communities 

and certainly the word “Committee” was associated 

with several of these.  

I would have to say the work is and has been taking 

place, the bigger question we might ask ourselves is 

how we are doing and can we do more? 

The geographic obstacles are easy to understand, vast 

distances with many communities accessible only by 

airplane or boat.  The barriers of language and culture 

aren’t simply crossed by buying a plane ticket if we 

aren’t creating an atmosphere in which recovery is 

most likely to occur.  I’ve heard alcoholics that make it 

to our rooms say “you don’t look or sound like me” 

and leave before they hear the Language of the Heart.   

How can we change that? 

It appears that Alaska Area 02 shares a lot of the same 

challenges with our neighbors to the east, the 

Fourteen Canadian Areas. A long history of discussion 

extending back into the 90’s centered on “remote 

communities AA service” has resulted in the 

formation of an Inter-Area Remote Communities 

Committee in August 2009.  An invitation to join this 

exchange of Remote Communities AA service 

experience went out to the 14 Canadian Areas and 

Alaska Area 02.  

The Question before Alaska Area 02 is, would joining 

this collective effort provide us with additional 

experience to reach more alcoholics in our “remote 

communities”?

The delegate of the host area 

wanted her area to hear Paul’s insights and thoughts on 

current issues in A.A. based on his long service and have 

the opportunity to discuss them with him. Thanks to 

Torvald our area will have the same opportunity.    

Very few will have the opportunity Paul has had to serve in 

General Service in so many capacities and length of service.  

Because of the length, level and recency of his service, Paul 

has much to share on current Issues in Alcoholics 

Anonymous. I thought it might be helpful to provide his 

service history and his rotating remarks prior to our 

assembly. So with Paul’s permission, I am submitting Paul’s 

service history and rotating remarks.

Paul’s service history and rotating remarks:              

      [ -- not spoken during rotating remarks --] I want to 

clarify for people that I was a Panel 42 delegate and 

chaired the 1993 Conference Literature Committee, so I 

was at the first Conference at the Crowne Plaza Hotel and 

it appears that I am now at the last Conference at the 

Crowne Plaza.  From 1996 – 2000 I was an appointed 

committee member on the trustees’ Treatment Facilities 

Committee, later the trustees’ Cooperation with the 

Professional Community/Treatment Facilities Committee.  

In 2002 I became a non-trustee director on the A.A. World 

Services Board, and in 2005 I also became a General 

Service trustee on the General Service Board.  I served on 

the Archives, Audit, Compensation, Cooperation with the 

Professional Community/Treatment Facilities, Corrections, 

Finance and Budgetary, Conference, International, 

International Conventions/Regional Forums, Literature, 

Nominating, Public Information, Legal Affairs, Ad Hoc 

General Service Board inventory, Ad Hoc Protection of 

Minors and Ad Hoc General Manager Search Committee.  I 

chaired the Literature Committee, Nominating Committee 

and Ad Hoc General Service Board Inventory Summary 

Committees.  I also served on and chaired the AAWS 

Nominating, Publishing, Services and Finance Committees, 

and chaired the AAWS Board.  I served with five Chairs of 

the General Service Board:  Michael Alexander, Jim Estelle, 

Gary Glynn, Elaine McDowell and Leonard Blumenthal, and 

three General Managers:  George D Greg M and now 

Phyllis H. I made approximately 85 trips on behalf of the 

General Service Board over the years.   

     Organizations that only look inward eventually collapse 

upon themselves like a black hole and drift away from their 

primary purpose.  We need to expand constantly our 

outward focus on reaching alcoholics.  Otherwise, we risk 

becoming people who would step over a drunk to argue 

about the Traditions.  We can fall prey to incessant navel-

gazing, an emphasis on rules rather than spirit, dotting i’s 

and crossing t’s, worrying about editorial missteps, etc. 

rather than taking an expansive view of what we can do to 

reach the alcoholic who is still sick.   

     We can be bold without being reckless.  For example, 

we need to have a wide-ranging discussion throughout our 

Fellowship on protecting minors in A.A. from sexual abuse 

by A.A. members.  Let’s not make the same mistake the 

church did and sweep this under the rug.  In comparison to 

other, similar Fellowships, we are way behind on this one.  

We need to connect to the young people’s groups and 

conventions and the women’s groups. 
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     We don’t need less literature, we need more to reach 

the increasingly difficult-to-serve alcoholics. 

     We need a stronger and more versatile web presence.  

Why can’t we have an online forum and reach ten times or 

100 times or 1,000 times the number of people we 

currently reach at our regional forums?  With the great 

reception the young people’s DVD received from the 

Conference this year, why can’t we make video versions of 

all our recovery pamphlets, distribute them in DVD form 

and post them on our website:  armed forces, women, 

inmates, gay/lesbian, Black and/or African American, the 

elderly, etc.   

     The new media – iphones, blackberries, websites, e-

mail, kindles, etc. – are simply the modern equivalent of 

the media available during the formative years of A.A.:  

magazines, newspapers, radio, television and film.  We 

need not fear the new media but simply embrace them 

and partner with them to reach alcoholics. 

     There are about 500 intergroups, central offices and 

answering services in the United States and Canada.  Since 

1985 there has been an annual intergroup/central 

office/AAWS seminar.   There are about 75 Spanish-

speaking intergroups and central offices.  We need a 

Spanish-speaking intergroup/central office/AAWS seminar.  

If it was up to me, we’d take half a million dollars from the 

Reserve Fund for more Spanish-speaking staff, more Public 

Information in Spanish media and more Cooperation with 

the Professional Community work with Spanish-speaking 

professionals.  We already spent over twice that on La Vina 

and the digital archives – both worthy projects. 

     Someday I hope to see an updated version of the “Came 

To Believe” painting, also known as “The Man on the Bed,” 

and instead of two white men calling on a third white man, 

it might feature an African American woman and a 

Hispanic woman Twelfth-stepping an Asian woman.   

     Selecting the best possible candidates as trustees, 

directors and delegates can and should include a 

consideration of people’s racial and ethnic backgrounds so 

we can truly reflect the demographics of alcoholism – not 

just the demographics of A.A.  I gathered some papers on 

diversity in A.A. recently and I’d be happy to send them to 

you if you give me your name and e-mail address.  The 

General Service Conference and our boards are too male, 

pale and stale. 

     The last time the Conference approved new committees 

was in 1977 when the Institutions Committee split into 

Correctional Facilities and Treatment Facilities.  Two 

secondary Conference Committees have since been 

approved:  International Conventions/Regional Forums in 

1995 and Archives in 1998.  I hope when the Conference 

approves new committees – and the Conference will 

approve new committees someday – it will focus on 

helping drunks rather than on the general service 

apparatus.  So I hope we don’t form a Conference 

Committee on Archives or AAWS.  I do hope we eventually 

have Conference Committees on the elderly, disabled, 

mentally ill, young people and remote communities. 

     Throughout our Conference structure there will always 

be paranoid conspiracy theorists, bomb-throwing 

anarchists, latter-day Catalines and Robespierres, 

naysayers and Henny Pennys.  But we know the sky isn’t 

falling.  In A.A. the sky is clear and bright and blue, and it 

invites us to walk in the sunlight of the spirit with 

newcomers the world over.  My greatest wish for each of 

you is that soon after returning from the Conference a 

drunk will puke on your shoes. 

     And now one of my favorite passages from the Big Book:  

“Your job now is to be at the place where you may be of 

maximum helpfulness to others, so never hesitate to go 

anywhere if you can be helpful.  You should not hesitate to 

visit the most sordid spot on earth on such an errand.  

Keep on the firing line of life with these motives and God 

will keep you unharmed.”   

     Thank you for all you do for Alcoholics Anonymous – 

and for me. 
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A Twelve Step Call to Brevig Mission

Have you ever endured a couple days where nothing you 

had planned turned out the way you thought?  Well the 

last two days were just that for me.   

For months the Rural Outreach Committee had planned a 

trip to Brevig Mission to attend a one day health fair.  The 

Village of Brevig Mission had written to AA requesting 

someone from AA to attend their first ever health fair.  The 

Village was looking for ways to deal with the high rates of 

suicide and alcoholism in their community.  It seemed like 

a perfect 12 step opportunity.  

Our sister program Al-Anon also was invited to attend, and 

lots of time was spent on the logistics for participating in 

the health fair and traveling to this remote village in 

Alaska.  Finally a plan was made and two of us volunteered 

to make the trip.    

Day 1.  Our plan was to fly by jet from Anchorage to Nome 

at 11:00 AM on Friday.  From Nome we would either travel 

by 4 wheeler and boat to Brevig Mission, or take a small 

commuter flight directly to the Village.  We would sleep on 

the floor at the local school and be ready to participate in 

the health fair at the school on Saturday. 

 Armed with our sleeping bags, food and AA & Al-Anon 

literature, and after a 45 minute delay, we boarded the jet 

for the 90 minute flight to Nome.  But as we approached 

Nome, the pilot announced that there was fog over Nome.  

After circling Nome for a while, we bypassed Nome and 

landed in Kotzebue. 

We chose not to wait in Kotzebue.  Instead we rode the jet 

back to Anchorage in order to get a later flight to Nome.  

Unfortunately, by the time we landed in Anchorage, it was 

too late to fly to Nome and make a Friday night connection 

to Brevig Mission.   

After a short discussion, we decided to sleep in our own 

beds in Anchorage and get up at 4 AM to catch the 6 AM 

jet to Nome on Saturday.  We would then take a 10 AM 

commuter flight to Brevig mission, and be there for most 

of the health fair. 

Day 2.  At 6 AM we were back on the flight to Nome.  We 

had an intermediate stop in Kotzebue.  The pilot 

announced that landing conditions at Nome airport were 

iffy, but we would try anyway.  After a bouncing flight and 

arrival into Nome we were excited to be almost to Brevig 

Mission.  We gathered our gear and proceeded to our next 

flight.  Unfortunately, the wind which had blown the fog 

out of Nome made it too dangerous to fly to Brevig 

Mission.   

We met up with the other health and medical folks who 

had planned to attend the health fair in Brevig Mission.  

Since we all were on a weather hold, we decided to go and 

have breakfast while we waited.  We all shared about why 

we were going to Brevig Mission.  It was rewarding talking 

with these professionals about alcoholism in Alaska.  

Contrary to my plan, but according to God’s plan, the 

weather did not improve or allow any of us to make it to the 

health fair.  We spent the rest of our time in Nome with a 

wonderful public health nurse who gave us a 7 hour tour of 

Nome including the history of the community, a tour of the 
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hospital, lattes at the local gift shop, and a short ride out of 

town to watch the musk ox herd.  We shared dinner at the 

local Vietnamese restaurant and finally returned to the 

airport to catch the 8:55 PM jet to Anchorage.  

We left all the literature and books we had for delivery to 

Brevig Mission when the weather improved.  So we feel we 

have carried the message of Hope to the folks in Brevig 

Mission and to our new professional friends in Nome.  Of 

course it was not our plan but our Higher Powers’ plan which 

led our way, and for that I am so very grateful for AA and Al-

Anon.    Thanks for allowing me to do service work.
