Oakland, CA  March 6 – 8, 2009 

The purpose of the Pacific Region Alcoholics 

Anonymous Service Assembly, PRAASA, is to 

develop greater unity among the members, groups, 

and Areas of the Pacific Region; to encourage the 

exchange of ideas and experiences; and to provide an 

opportunity for the members to discuss pertinent 

aspects of AA.  And that we did….. 

We arrived into Oakland Thursday in order to 

participate in the Early Bird meeting Thursday 

evening.  It was noted that the room and the number 

of participants just gets larger and larger with each 

year.  We also had a chance to view California 

Northern Coastal Area’s Archives and visit with their 

PRAASA Archives Chair.  I believe that our Archives 

Chair is coming back with a few new ideas for our 

Archives Committee as well! 

PRAASA officially opened on Friday afternoon with 

Delegate Area Service Highlights.  For the Panel 59 

Delegates, this is their chance to practice for their 

presentations at the General Service Conference 

(GSC).     

As far as the Delegate presentations, much of 

PRAASA is a training ground for what the Delegates 

experience when they get to New York.  The Panels, 

Workshops and Roundtables, as well as the activity 

from early morning to late night somewhat prepare the 

Delegates for the pace they are to expect at the 

General Service Conference.  The GSC is when the 

collective conscience of our US/Canada AA 

Fellowship comes together to consider actions that will 

allow our Groups to better carry the message of 

recovery to the still suffering alcoholic.   

 

During the second panel, our very own Alizon W. read 

a presentation on Language of the Heart – Keeping It 

Simple.  This presentation was prepared by our 

Alternate Delegate, Loren U., but at the last minute, 

he was unable to attend, so Alizon stepped in quite 

ably.  Area 02 was represented over the weekend by 

several other Alaska Area 02 trusted servants who 

had the opportunity to read, moderate or chair a 

roundtable. 

Panel 3 was on Grapevine and Literature.  Two topics 

culled from this panel was the note on the new 

Grapevine look – no staples, and a cleaner, more 

professional design.  Madeleine P, our Pacific 

Regional Trustee, who serves on the Grapevine 

Board, told us to “Show them the money” and buy our 

Grapevine subscriptions to help support the changes 

and the costs associated with this move.  It is also 

noted that Grapevines will go up in cost from $20 to 

$27 in July, so order yours now.   

And as for literature, one of the most helpful pieces in 

AA’s library is the AA Service Manual.  While many of 

us have read through the entire book, certainly not in 

one sitting, it was mentioned not to quit 5 minutes 

before the miracle – the one in the back of this book.  

Our “Twelve Concepts for World Service” are an 

interpretation of AA’s world service structure.  They 

detail the experience and reasoning on which our 

service structure stands today.  Within these Concepts 

are a number of principles which have become 

traditional to our services such as “Right of Decision”, 

“Right of Participation”, “Right of Appeal” and “Right of 

Petition”. 

Roundtables were available for everyone and started 

at 8 pm.  All of the Standing Committees have a 

roundtable as do the various service positions of GSR, 

DCM, DCMC, and Delegate.  These roundtables 

provide an opportunity, just like you have at Alaska 

Area 02 Assemblies, but only much larger, for 

members to share their experience, strength and hope 

with other folks that have the same service position. 

Delegates Corner 
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Saturday morning we had a panel on Self Support 

where presenters talked about where our 7th Tradition 

goes to support carrying the message worldwide and 

that Self Support is NOT only about money, but 

investing your time and talent as well.  

Panel’s 5 and 6 were about “Changing our 

Perceptions” and “How We Cooperate” where we 

discussed the inclusiveness of AA, anonymity, special 

needs, remote communities, PI and CPC work and 

Young People in AA.  Wow, I tell you, the young 

people certainly inspired many at this assembly.  How 

do we attract more young people?  Remember to 

have fun.  Remember to value their membership and 

opinions.  Speaking of inclusive, I found that I too can 

be a member of the Young People in AA, even though 

I got sober in my thirties and turned 50 last year.  We 

were told the definition of a Young Person is anyone 

who has room to grow!  So, get involved! 

Our Regional Trustee Madeleine P. Reported on the 

activities of our General Service Board following these 

panels, and I have copied all of the Area Committee 

and DCM’s on this document.  We also had the 

PRAASA Business Meeting where Jo B and Tommy 

O, our Secretary and Treasurer from PRAASA 08 in 

Anchorage, reviewed the minutes and the 08 financial 

statement with the body.  I heard many times over the 

weekend what a phenomenal job the Alaska Area 02 

PRAASA Committee did last year – thank you all! 

Sunday morning we got to hear from our Past 

Trustees of our General Service Board who shared 

many experiences with us.  Ruth J asked us whether 

our actions actually carried the message, and if not, 

why not?  Jim E. reminded us that economic times are 

tough, like the 1930’s, and temptations will abound for 

those not firmly entrenched in this life-saving program.  

He said that with the declining number of Treatment 

Centers, there would be the need for us to do more 

Twelve Step calls, so we have to be involved and stay 

involved. 

 

I love this quote from the last box 459 “Every time I 

put a quarter into the meter of sobriety, I get back ten 

dollars.

In February 2008 a handful of Alaskan Women left the 44th

with a Bid Binder and a dream, to place a bid to host the 

conference in Alaska sometime in the future.  Work began 

early last summer to assemble women interested on 

working on the bid process, the project was underway.  Co-

Chairs, Jo B. and Alison K. lead the group with an incredible 

amount of determination, enthusiasm and effort  the 

committee of 35 to 40 women from throughout Alaska 

began doing the footwork to put a bid package together to 

be presented in Salt Lake City this February, for Anchorage 

to host the 2011 - 47th I.W.C.  Petitions were circulated 

throughout the state obtaining support from the local 

fellowship, along with letters from several of the Area 02 

Officers, the Pacific Region Trustee and Mayor Begich, to 

be included in the bid package. 

A contingent of 24 Alaskan Women arrived in Salt Lake City 

to attend the 45th I.W.C. and support the Host Committee 

members presenting the bid to the I.W.C. Advisory Board 

and members attending the conference interested in the 

bid award process.  The committee and many of the 

Alaskan women attending wore Alaska Eskimo Kuspuks as 

a symbol of unity and to leave a lasting impression on the 

I.W.C. Advisory Board as they entered into their 

deliberations to choose the next host city.   

At the Saturday evening Banquet and Speaker Meeting the 

Advisory Board Chair announced to the 1480 attendees in 

Salt Lake City that the 47th I.W.C. would be held in 

Anchorage, Alaska in 2011.  Work will be underway to form 

all the necessary committees and volunteers necessary to 

plan and host the event and assist with fund raising to 

begin preparations before the registration funds start to 

come in. The hope is to be able to assist women from 

outlying areas of the state to be able to attend by 

establishing a scholarship fund to assist with registration 

and costs for attending the event.
